
 
 
Henderson County Sheriff’s Office detectives who had been working on several unsolved 

armed robberies in the Henderson County area saw similarities when they responded to 
investigate an armed robbery and kidnapping that took place on December 2nd at a residence 
located on Georgetown Rd, in the Flat Rock area. In that case, three armed men had broken into 
the home and held the occupants at gun point while making threats and demanding money. The 
incident was interrupted by sheriff’s deputies responding to a 911 call that resulted in one suspect 
being shot and wounded by responding officers and two others being taken into custody. Officers 
recovered three handguns at that scene, and all three suspects were charged with three counts 
each of 2nd Degree Kidnapping and one count each of Attempted Robbery with a Dangerous 
Weapon. 
 
Sheriff Rick Davis said “Prior to the Gambel case, our Violent Crimes Unit had been working on 
two other armed robberies that had occurred in the county as well as sharing information and 
resources with Hendersonville City Police who were investigating a similar incident in their area. 
We had always felt confident that these other cases would be solved but we were certainly 
concerned because of the degree of threat directed at the victims, as well as the fact that firearms 
were involved. We knew that danger to the victims increased with every incident. In the incident 
that took place at the Dollar General store, a video surveillance camera was shot by one of the 
robbers, in an apparent attempt to render it inoperable. Of course; our initial efforts went into 
making sure we had the Gamble case wrapped up with all necessary documentation, interviews 
and follow up work. As that case came together we were able to brainstorm with Hendersonville 
City detectives and our resident NCSBI agents to work back into these other cases. A 
tremendous amount of man hours were expended, however we felt certain that we were on the 
right track. It is because of the dedication and professional diligence of all of these officers; city, 
county and state, that we are able to charge these five men for their part in four desperate acts of 
armed robbery.” 
 
Investigators have charged James Wynn, Adrian Branch, and Mostafa Hendi in the Armed 
Robbery of the Las Americas store in Hendersonville. This incident took place on October the 9th, 
2009. 
 
James Wynn, Adrian Branch, and Mostafa Hendi are also charged with the Armed Robbery and 
Kidnap that took place at the Dollar General store in Edneyville, in which at least one shot was 
fired into the surveillance system. This occurred on November 5th.  
 
James Wynn, Adrian Branch, Demetrius Landrum, and Mostafa Hendi are charged with Armed 
Robbery at La Montana, located on Sugarloaf Road on November 20th.  . 
 
James Wynn, Demetrius Landrum, Juan Ford, and Adrian Branch, are all charged with Armed 
Robbery and Kidnapping in the incident on Georgetown Road that occurred on December 2nd. 
 
Below are the crimes and dates of occurrence and a list of the participants in each event. These 
arrests close out the investigations into a string of armed robberies that culminated in the event 
that took place on 12-02-09 on Georgetown Road.
